The large swastika flag brought
to Christie Pits covered most of the
club house roof at one point and
sparked more violence which was
permitted to proceed and include
local Italians victims as well.

Police did not stop the violence
until serious injuries were suffered
with only two persons charged in
spite of the premeditated blatant
racist intimidation being the cause.
Masons and Loyal Orange Lodge
clubs ruled jobs, housing, etc.
which banned Italians and Jews
from moving north of Bloor.
