
Many more children and adults have and are 
being abused today then is ever reported to 
authorities. At LoveCry we here more night-
marish abuse reports then are ever reported to 
anyone but ourselves. 

I have found that it is just as hard to get the 
authorities, (such as The Children’s Aid Soci-
ety) to listen as it is to help the people disclose 
their issues. Some of our authorities figures 
have become cold with to these issues primar-
ily because so many people disclose abuse 
then decide it is too much trouble and back 
out again. Thus making a mockery of what is 
being dealt with and putting the person they 
disclosed to in a very sticky situations and 
grasping for explanations they don’t have. 

I have helped many people disclose their 
issues and been left holding the bag, so to 
speak, when the victims became scared and 
shut down. I have been blamed and mistrusted 
due to this type of taking back disclosures 
many times. This usually happens when the 
victim sees that the authority figures we are 
reporting to just does not listen openly, judges 
or denies their issues on some level. 

Of course this was not a great position to be 
left in so is very understandable that some 
people could become cold and indifferent to 
the situations at hand. Still theses people need 
to disclose and we must force ourselves as the 
adults and authorities to continue with the 
next disclosure using an open mind and heart, 
not matter what. 

This problem persists because we as humans 
have still not learned how to deal with each 
other in a loving manner as opposed to profes-
sionally. It is all good to be politically correct 
and professional about our jobs but with is-
sues such as abuse (being so personal and ef-
fecting us in an extremely emotional way) we 
need to be heart felt as well. The victim needs 
to feel that they are safe and understood in 
order to go forward with the disclosure into 
solutions. 

The agony the victim is displaying during 
disclosure can not be met with coldness or 
emotionless care. To touch one in pain the 
listener must first be open hearted, open 
minded and willing to help the victim to carry 

this pain while in discussion then 
gently bring the victim to solutions 
and begin to deal with the prob-
lems in a caring manner. As Well 
the listener must also be willing to 

stick with this victim 
until resolution if 
found to gain the 
best results out of 
the situation and 
gain the victims trust 
properly. 

Other reasons the 
abuse victims remain silent: 

1. Loss of trust in adult, (in the 
case of children) and authority fig-
ures (in both children’s and adults 
cases) especially when their trust has been 
violated by someone significant. 

2. Intimidated or openly threatened by the 
abuser or their friends 

3. Fearful of perceived negative reprisal 
(such as punishment, being blamed for the 
abuse, abuse increasing in frequency and/or 
intensity). 

4. Worried about future - especially if the 
abuser is a family member on whom the child 
or others depend for care and/or support. 

5. Feeling guilty and/or ashamed. 
6. Unrealistic expectation that the abuse will 

stop without outside intervention. 
The following examples are intended to help 

identify some common child abuse indicators, 
as well as the typical effect some abused chil-
dren frequently exhibit: 

Signs of physical child abuse: 
1. Visible injuries inconsistent with given 

explanations. 
2. Injuries that are in various stages of heal-

ing. 
3. Imprint of object causing injury (such as a 

belt buckle, iron, ring, bite marks, cigarette 
burns). 

4. Repeated occurrence of similar injuries 
on same body part. 

5. Injuries inconsistent with child's age and 
development (for example, falling out of a 
tree at age two). 

6. Patches of missing hair where hair may 
have been torn out. 

7. Frequent repeated accidents or poisonings 
with the claim that the child is highly accident 
prone. 

Effect in physically abused children: 

1. Moves in a slow and guarded manner. 
2. Sad, depressed, withdrawn   upsets easily. 
3. Acts nervous or flinches unexpectedly. 
4. Overly compliant and/or eager to please. 
5. Fearful of being left alone with a particu-

lar person. 
6. Reluctant to go to a particular 

place (for example, home or 
school). 
7. Does not want to disrobe/

change clothes in front of others. 
 8. Fails to seek comfort when hurt. 

9. Exhibits low self image and deserving 
of punishment. 

10. High absentee rate. 
11. School performance drops or sudden 

disinterest in activities. 
12. Drawings reflect violent images. 
13. Written stories/poetry are morbidly dark. 
 14. Displays indiscriminate affection seek-

ing behavior. 
15. Uses abusive language and/or aggressive 

behavior in play. 
16. Disrupted sleep patterns and frequent 

nightmares. 
 17. Suicidal thoughts and tendencies. 
Signs of sexual child abuse: 
1. Unusual injuries to the mouth, genital or 

anal areas (such as sores, swelling and bruis-
ing). 

2. Torn, stained or bloody underwear. 
3. Unusual or excessive itching in the geni-

tal or anal area due to infection(s). 
4. Repeated urinary infections or sexually 

transmitted disease(s). 
Effect in sexually abused children: 
 1. Exhibits difficulty in walking or sitting 

and refrains from certain activities. 
2. Disrupted sleep with frequent nightmares 

and/or night screams. 
3. Feeling overly fatigued in the morning. 
4. Sudden onset of bed wetting 
5. Repeatedly touches own genital areas. 
6. Changes in mood and eating habits   fol-

lowed by sudden weight change. 
7. Self mutilation by inflicting cuts, sores, 

burns on arms. 
Infliction of emotional child abuse: 
 1. Threatening, taunting and/or scaring 

child. 
2. Being inconsistent with rules and expec-

tations. 
3. Verbal insults, degrading and humiliating 

the child in front of others. 

4. 

Scapegoat and blaming child for things they 
have not done. 

5. ignoring or rejecting the child including 
withholding care/affection. 

6. Emotional blackmail to force the child to 
do things against own will. 

7. Invoking emotional duress. 
8. Intentionally building up false hopes and 

breaking important promises. 
9. Destroying a child's sense of self worth 

and ability to trust. 
Effect in emotionally abused children: 
1. Unusually anxious, jumpy and easily star-

tled. 
2. Depressed and withdrawn. 
3. Body language denotes insecurity and 

low self-esteem. 
4. Unpredictable episodes of acting out. 
 5. Exhibit aggression towards younger chil-

dren and animals. 
6. Self destructive behavior,

A federal prosecutor describes Church of the 

Universe clergymen Walter Tucker and Mi-
chael Baldasaro as unrepentant lawbreakers 
who cannot be deterred from trafficking in 
marijuana. 

Crown counsel Lou Strezos described the 
well-known Hamilton pair, with their long 
grey beards and colourful hemp-woven hats, 

as the "spiritual leaders of an organized drug-
trafficking operation" that carries on business 
under the "charade of religious freedom." 

Tucker, 75, and Baldasaro, 58, were con-
victed  on 5 counts of trafficking in marijuana. 
Between them, they sold $70 worth of pot to 
an undercover police officer who visited their 
Barton Street church on several occasions in 
2003 and 2004. She she bought a small quan-
tity of marijuana, which church members refer 
to as the Tree of Life and smoke as their sac-
rament. 

Strezos urged Superior Court Justice John 
Cavarzan to impose a two-year prison term for 
Baldasaro, 58, and a jail sentence of 12 to 15 
months for Tucker, 75. Federal prosecutor David 
Rowcliffe asked the judge for an order forfeiting 
to the Crown the church headquarters, which has 
an estimated value of $98,000. 

Baldasaro was last found guilty of trafficking 
in 1996, when he served 9 months in jail. Tucker 
has no recent convictions. 

Strezos cited as aggravating factors on sen-
tencing the fact that police seized from the 
church 6.4 kilograms of marijuana, 7,000 plastic 
baggies, weigh scales, and $2,100 in cash from 
Tucker, along with his bank book, which showed 
$14,000 in deposits. 

Defence lawyer Peter Boushy pointed out that 
the marijuana seized was "shake," meaning it did 
not contain the valuable buds of the plant but just 
stems and leaves. Tucker told the judge he used 
the shake to bake cookies and make tea. 

Boushy argued it was unfair for the Crown to 
raise the issues of the shake and cash when the 
Crown, for its own tactical reasons, had with-
drawn the charges involving this seized evidence 
at the preliminary hearing. 

He also argued that the seizure of the church 
where his client lives was a disproportionate 
punishment, given that he was convicted of sell-
ing just 2.5 grams of marijuana. 

Pot church fights for home

Church of the Universe founders Walter 

Tucker and Michael Baldasaro are battling the 
Department of Justice, which wants the pair 
jailed for two years and their assembly's east 

Hamilton headquarters confiscated. 
Tucker, 75, and fellow minister Baldasaro, 58, 

were convicted by a jury on Nov. 28 on five 
counts of trafficking in marijuana, which church 
members have used as a sacrament for the past 
30 years. 

The charges were laid after a Hamilton police 
officer, posing as a woman from Winnipeg who 
was new to town and down on her luck, visited 
their Barton Street East church in May 2003. 

Tucker was convicted of 3 counts of traffick-
ing in marijuana, the total quantity amounting to 
a few grams worth about $40. Baldasaro was 
found guilty on two counts involving 2.5 grams, 
or about $30 worth of pot. 

Federal prosecutor Lou Strezos is seeking to 
have the property, worth about $98,000, for-
feited to the Crown under the Controlled 
Drugs and Substances Act. 

At his sentencing hearing yesterday, Bal-
dasaro argued the property belonged the As-
sembly of the Church of the Universe and not 
to him or Tucker. He said police and prosecu-
tors have claimed the church was a sham and its 
sacrament an excuse to smoke pot, but have 
never called an expert witness to dispute the 

church's legitimacy. 
"I put it you, your Honour, that when alcohol 

was illegal, nobody asked the Pope about the 
sincerity of his religion," Baldasaro told Superior 
Court Justice John Cavarzan. 

Defence lawyer Peter Boushy argued it was 
one thing for the Crown to seek the forfeitures of 
marijuana grow operations where property own-
ers stood to make hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars in the proceeds of crime. It was another mat-
ter entirely, he said, for the Crown to seize the 
primary residence of two aging men who had 
sold $70 worth of pot to an undercover cop. 

Tucker said if the Crown could evict him and 
Baldasaro for selling a little marijuana, "then 
every house in this country where people smoke 
marijuana and pass it to each other is in danger. 
And I don't think that's what the law intended."
