Honor Killings In
Palestine

16 May, Halimeh Ahmad Al-Sheikh from
Qalqgilyah was found dead near the Atara
checkpoint north of Ramallah. She was the
mother of 7 children, aged 30. Medical
sources 2009_03_06-485said that the Palestin-
ian Red Crescent found the body after they
received information. They found the corpse
of Halimeh with many stab wounds in the
back and dumped about 400 meters from the
Atara checkpoint on the road to the Nabi

Musa village. The body had been dumped 4
years before, it had been partially eaten by
wild animal.

Two months ago the body of another
woman was found in Ramallah. In March
2009 3 women were found killed in Gaza.
There is an increasing number of murders of
women in Palestine. In 2009, so far 11 women
have been killed, but this is not the real num-
ber of “honor killings”, because many women
are murdered and the families declare their
death as a “normal” after they invent cover
stories to simulate or justify a normal death.
They are all victims of the weak laws inher-

ited from Jordan and implemented in Pales-
tine, which guarantee impunity to men who
murder their female relatives. Last year
women organizations held a meeting with
President Abbas about this horrific situation,
and they asked him to declare a strong law
against the criminal “honor killing”. Appar-
ently, nothing has happened since.

What the Palestinian Attorney General say
about the increase number of honor killings
and the murders of women in Palestine? Is
this the right time to deal with this issue as a
crime with premeditation and declare power-
ful laws which deter the perpetrators of these

crimes?

Palestinian  Attorney General Ahmad
Mghanni: I can’t describe the honor killing as
an organized crime. The prosecutors are deal-
ing with this crime as a premeditation crime,
but the punishment laws related to this crime
and still implemented in Palestine are the Jor-
danian laws, which give lenient sentences to
the criminals. In the new Penal Code which
the Palestinian Legislative Council is sup-
posed to adopt, and which was drawn up by
the Palestinian Authority, there is severe pun-
ishment for honor killers, and we hope that
this law applies.

A growing army of private security guards
and town hall snoopers with sweeping police-
style powers is being quietly established, the
Daily Mail can reveal.

Under a Home Office-run scheme, people
such as park wardens, dog wardens, car park
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attendants and shopping centre guards receive
the powers if they undergo training, and pay a
small fee to their local police force.

Their powers include issuing £60 fines for
truancy and dropping litter, and being able to
demand a person's name and address on the
street.

Under the Community Safety Accreditation
Scheme, the number of civilians wearing a
special badge, and a uniform approved by the
local chief constable, has rocketed by almost

Critics claim Home Secretary Jacqui Smith
is quietly seeking to create a third-tier within
the 'policing family', with even less training
and accountability than the controversial Po-
lice Community Support Officers.

The civilians are known as Accredited Per-
sons, but they have been nicknamed 'Jacqui
Smith's Irregulars'. The only significant differ-
ence between them and PCSOs is that they do
not have the power to detain a suspect. In-
stead, they have to summon police.

In the private sector, the costs are between
£450 and £600 per employer, and £32 to £132
per employee. They are then given access to a
hotline - to report their intelligence to the po-
lice.

Police forces are struggling to find funds to
maintain the current level around 142,000
fully-trained officers, and efforts to recruit
more PCSOs - nicknamed 'Blunkett's Bob-
bies' - have also stalled due to a lack of funds.

Simon Reed, vice chairman of the rank-and-
file Police Federation, said the scheme was a
‘con’ on the public by giving the impression of
more law enforcers on the street.

"The public are being hoodwinked if they
think the streets are any safer, and they would
be shocked if they knew what powers Accred-
ited Persons are being given,' he said.

'It is policing on the cheap. These people are
given cursory background checks and minimal

Phil Booth, of the NO2ID privacy cam-
paign, said: 'This sharp increase in Jacqui
Smith's Irregulars makes you wonder what her
policing ambitions are.’
